2.
Counselling fee of Rs. 500/- only (non-refundable) to be paid in the form of Bank Draft payable at Kolkata to be drawn in favour of “Central Selection Committee (E&T)” (The Bank Draft may be purchased from any Bank). The candidate should bring the said Bank Draft at the time of Counselling writing his name, enrolment no. and rank on the reverse side with a ball point pen.

The candidates who deposited the Bank Draft of Rs.500/- during 1st phase of Counselling and received a Bank Slip but did not take any allotment of seat, will be allowed to appear in the 2nd phase of Counselling along with the Bank slip (original) retained by them.

Eligible candidates : - The merit listed candidates who have not taken any allotment of seats during 1st phase of Counselling of JELET – 2010 will only be allowed to appear in the 2nd phase of JELET – 2010 Counselling.

Allotment of a seat to a candidate is entirely provisional and is subject to his / her (a) securing overall 60% or more marks considering all semesters / parts in Diploma examination without any back paper. 
7.
Reservation of seats for SC is applicable to candidates of West Bengal only. SC candidates of other States cannot avail of this facility.
8.
Candidates belonging to States other than West Bengal and Tripura shall not be considered for admission to Govt. Engineering Colleges.The Diploma holders in Fashion Technology residing in West Bengal and Tripura will only be allowed to be considered for admission to Apparel Production and Management courses in Govt.Engineering College.

9.
Diploma holders in Electrical / Mechanical Engineering will also be considered for admission to Marine Engineering degree courses, provided other relevant norms and guidelines of D.G. Shipping (Government of India) are satisfied by them.

10.
A candidate called for counselling must report at the venue of counselling on the date and time as notified by the Central Selection Committee (Engineering & Technology) through websites.
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11.
A candidate must appear in person at the counselling venue for allotment of a seat. However, if any candidate is unable to appear at the counselling in person owing to valid reasons under exceptional circumstances, his / her parents / guardians can also appear on his or her behalf with all original testimonials as specified in Sl. No. 15 along with the authorisation letter from the candidate to the effect that he or she would not claim for any other seat than the one allotted to his or her parents / guardian through authorisation.

A candidate failing to appear before the officials at the allotment counter in order of his / her position in the merit-list due to delay on his / her part may be allowed to present himself / herself before the counselling officers immediately after the formalities at the reception counter are over.
13.
The claim of such candidate (as specified in Sl. No. 12) to exercise option shall be limited to the vacancies prevalent at the instant when his / her turn comes for appearing before the counselling officials.
14.
A candidate can exercise option to branch he / she is eligible in a particular Institution of his / her choice. The option will have to be exercised in writing with his / her signature at the time of counselling. Once the allotment of a seat is done, no further change of the Institution / branch will be entertained. No refund of money will be allowed under any circumstances.

At the time of counselling candidates should report with the following documents :

Candidates will be required to take admission to the allotted Institution within the date specified in the allotment letter from the date of allotment on payment of requisite fees to the respective Institution.

Besides the eligibility conditions prescribed by West Bengal Joint Entrance Examinations Board, a few Institutions prescribe some more eligibility conditions specific to those Institutes. The candidates must note those specific conditions before giving options to those Institutions.

Allotment by the Central Selection committee (Engineering & Technology) is entirely provisional and subject to fulfillment of eligibility criteria and other conditions specified in the Information Brochure of JELET-2010.
